Create and implement a 
business continuity plan 
in the event that your facility is 
closed for a period of time after 
an incident while law enforcement 
processes the crime scene.

Implement measures such as 
security cameras and 
badge entry systems 
to protect your facility and 
deter would-be active shooters 
and armed assailants. 

Conduct tabletop 
drills, tactical drills and 
practice sessions to help 
verify the effectiveness of your 
plan and improve implemented 
controls. 
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
